Exod 12:3 "Speak to all the congregation of Israel, saying, 'On the tenth of this month they are each one to take 
                    a lamb for themselves, according to their  fathers' households, a lamb for each household”
Exod 12:6 “'You shall keep it until the fourteenth day of the same month, then the whole assembly of the congregation 
                        of Israel is to kill it at twilight”
Question = Why did God want the Israelites to keep this lamb with them for four days before  it  was  offered
                    up as a sin offering?

Matt 3:15 (Reference)
Luke 22:15-16 “15…’I have earnestly desired to eat this Passover with you before I suffer;  16 for I say to you, 
                            I shall never again eat it until it is fulfilled in the kingdom of God."
